done my Independent campaign for president and had finished the book,
Common Interest at the end of 2004. | was tired and burned out from the
last18-plus months of the intense campaign and book preparétiotiessc My
campaign experience was extremely educational, but thagveagh of that.

When | began this my second book it was due to my contifiusttation that
there was still no one in the country really trying toveadur hard problems, and
the unfortunate start of Bush lls second term. The Oipemies were having a
field day, the retail industry was struggling, still ncake Care, and so on. The
Status Quo not in our favor had won the election and \&fe \m store fofour
mor e years of the dynamic Bush Il and Cheney Show.
